AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE TOWN OF NAGS HEAD, NORTH CAROLINA


BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of the Town of Nags Head, North Carolina, that the Code of Ordinances shall be amended as follows:

PART I.
That Section 34-2 Applicability of chapter provisions be amended to read as follows:

(a)  The provisions of this chapter are applicable to all new development and/or redevelopment within the jurisdiction of the town, except where such development or redevelopment is under a stormwater management plan approved by the town at the time of adoption of the ordinance from which this chapter derives, and except that the following, when appropriate design and construction practices to minimize off-site impacts of stormwater runoff are employed, shall not be regulated by this chapter: 

(1) Construction of detached single-family and duplex residential structures, which are not part of a commercial or multifamily development, on lots lawfully existing and recorded at the time of adoption of the ordinance from which this chapter derives, or on lots approved hereafter by the town in accordance with the subdivision provisions in chapter 38 of this Code, and where the natural elevation of the development lot is not increased by more than three feet, and   

(2) Redevelopment of existing land uses which were lawful at the time of adoption of the ordinance from which this chapter derives, where such redevelopment is consistent with the zoning regulations of chapter 48 of this Code covering redevelopment and nonconformities. 

(b.)  For new construction of single family and duplex structures where the natural elevation has been increased by more than three (3) feet by the deposit of fill material on the property, on-site stormwater management facilities shall be designed and constructed to retain and infiltrate the run-off from the first two (2) inches of a storm event.

(c.)  Fill shall not be permitted to exceed base flood elevation and in areas in which there is no base flood, fill shall not exceed the amount required for wastewater permits required by the Dare County Health Dept. or two (2) feet above natural elevation, whichever is higher.

PART II.
All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed.

PART III.
This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the 3rd day of 
August, 2005 


through the first Board meeting date in April 2006.
